He had helped me with the repair of the passe per seat
some years ago and is a wonderful and helpful individual. He also was instrumental in somd repairs
and reconditioning done to the seats and interior trim vinyl components for this vehicle. (Here glso is a
plug for the AMGBA; | have been a lofigne member of that organization and vouch for their dfjcu-
mentation and technical information.)

First consideration is to ensure the sound condition of the floors. There are many different sghools of
thought on this and | will not go into that here. The car | am restoring was in sound conditio .
suggestion | make is based on the fact that | intended to replace the interior with a full carpg
navy color. With a light colored car original body and interior panel paint, | painted the interiofffloors
black. Particular attention was paid to corners and places where body and carpet panels mget. This
was to ensure that if there were any loose or ill fitting carpet pieces, the light color paint wapld not
show through the installed carpet pieces.

| then needed a plan of attack to install the carpet. See the list below of parts needed. | dejjeloped a
plan of attack that | will describe here. Fortunately, prior experience installing headliners inffp 1964
Chevelle Malibu Super Sport and a 1977 Toyota Celica and installing Formica and laminate(fcounter
tops gave me a clue, but more on that later.

I used 3M # 8090 spray trim adhesive since you need a pretty aggressgre temperaturé good

solvent resistance adhesive to bond and hol] d. Be
use it and conditions for cure. In general, you must spray both sides to be attached, let it flash{for dry to
touch and then assembl e. o1 | use the worfjd o6car
touch you are shall we say stuck or out of luck. There is, however, one key secret of this ad esive to
remember and it is the only thing that works in your favor: for the most part, once it is set/dry anq ready

to adhere the only thing it will stick to is itself. So use this to your advantage. | tend to work vith at

least one hand covered with a disposable vinyl or latex glove. That way you can remove it wWigen it is

dirty and start with a fresh one. This helps keep things clean and minimizes transfer of overgpray or
excess adhesive etc. to the nice clean ready to install pieces or panels.

while it is nice to get the worst piece out of the way, that can be daunting. That difficult challenge kept
me from acting for quite some time. But | persevered.

Back to the old counter top Formica installation trick: | began by cutting one of the four foot Jowels

into three inch sections; that will give you 16 pieces but you will need them. 1 filed the shafp ends
clean since | did not want to glue wooden [Isplinte
wonderful to get a nice splinter right under a finger nail in the middle of the job while the glue sgts! Of

course that would happen to the ungloved hand. Set the cut dowel pieces aside for later.

Sill cover carpet installation:

Now dry fit the sild/l carpet from one sidel|lsevera
the most critical preparation steps. It was apparent that several of the drawings and pictur on the
internet of the cut carpet piece kits are arranged in incorrect fashion. In fact one picture for a omplete

set shows the two carpet sill cover pieces on the wrong side of the vehicle; drivers is on passe ger, pas-
senger is on drivers, exactly reversed. Note also that different carpet sets may have differpnt cuts,

notches or shapes and that can complicate or simplify this; others may lack these entirely.

The larger end of the sill cover is to cover the rear section where the sill joins the floor, front of ghe bat-
tery box rear kick panel and leaf spring shackle mount.

Before | began, | decided to deviate from the instructions when attaching the sill carpet strips. §At least
| read them.) The suggested instructions tell you to install from the front kickwell area and wprk to-
wards the rear of the vehicle. | did not like this approach and instead decided to work from thg center

sill, I then placed a piece of blue tape on the top of the carpet portion on the upper sill and njarked a
notch or mark line to meet that one on the outer sill plate tape. This is important since it will dgjermine
the placement of the carpet from fraotback of the vehicle. Get this part right now or you will fay

for it later.
