It rained Wednesday, it rained Thursday and it rained Friday, but what started as a 

misty morning Saturday June 6th turned out to be a beautiful day!  There was concern 

with all the rain weôd had, but fortunately the fields didnôt turn to mud. 

 

We gathered around 8:30am at the Lantana Square Shopping center in Hockessin.  

Karlôs Midget, Patôs MG TF, Iggyôs Lotus, Waltôs Healey, Gregôs Sunbeam, Philôs 

Midget, Rayôs MGB GT, a fellow in a Volkswagen Type 4 

wagon and myself in the TR6.  Thankfully Walt Lubun 

knew where we were going and led the group on a leisurely 

drive up Rt.

And no wonder that the original owner was concerned 

with fire, the entire mansion has ornate woodwork and paneling throughout.
